1:30pm Bunratty Castle

This formidable castle, built in the 15th century, is one of Ireland's major
tourist attractions. Its most important residents were the O'Briens, Earls
of Thomond, who lived here from around 1500 until the 1640s. The
present interior looks much as it did under the so-called "Great Earl" who
died in 1624. Abandoned in the 19th century, the castle was in ruin when
Lord Gort bought it in the 1950s, but it has been beautifully restored to its
original  state. You'll dine in the Main Guard room, now used for
medieval-style dinner banquets! And there's a chance you may have to
sing for your supper!

Known for their breathtaking views, rich wildlife, and dramatic
beauty, they are one of Irelands most Vvisited natural attractions. On
clear days, you can see the Aran Islands, Galway Bay, and even the
mountains of Connemara.
